Narrator1: Vile are mythological beings in south Slavic Folklore,
Narrator2: interaction of beauty and power,
Narrator3: benevolent friends of sufferers,
Narrator4: the dwellers of forests and rivers.
Narrator1: Shared by most Slavic cultures,

Narrator2: they appear in a variety of roles:

Narrator3: as Vile, beautiful maidens with magic powers
Narrator4: or Žalik žene, Sorrow women,
Narrator1: Bele žene, White women,
Narrator2: Sojenice, Fates
Narrator3: Rojenice, Birth Women.
Narrator4: They love the world of humans

Narrator1: and bring great fortune to the human
Narrator2: who meets them by chance.
Narrator3: Their gift is always offered on a condition
Narrator4: and a promise. Once that is broken, they leave. And…ALL 
NARRATORS: They are never seen again.
SCENE 2: MOTHER AND MARINCA
Narrator1: Mother and Marinca are gathering wood 

                  near Vilenica cave.

Mother: Marinca, are you tired?

              Let's go home, Marinca.

Marinca: Yes, let's go home. I'm tired.

               Mummy, let's go and cook our supper.

Narrator2: They see fairies standing under a big lime-tree.
First fairy: Mother!
Mother: Yes, I am a mother!

First fairy: Bring your daughter to this place

                    at this same time next year.

Marinca: Yes, I am a daughter. What do you want? Are you crazy?

Second fairy: Marinca will stay with us in the cave.

Mother: You are stupid! I love my daughter. 

              Marinca will not stay in the cave. 

              Never ever!!!

Third and fourth fairy: Shut up! Marinca will stay with us.

Mother: Please, fairies! Don't take my child away.

Marinca: Don't worry, mother. Leave it to God. 

               Let him help us. 

               Everything will be all right in the end.

Scene 3: In the Cave
Narrator3: A year later. In the cave.

First fairy: Marinca, dust our stalactites and stalagmites.
Marinca: OK! Why not. It's easy!

Second fairy: Keep our halls tidy.

Marinca: Never mind. I love to.

Third fairy: Collect water in our stone jars.

Marinca: Yes, I will obey you.

Fourth fairy: And now, listen to me: Wash the dishes.

                     All the dishes!

Marinca:Thank you. I like washing.

Fifth fairy: Listen to us singing.

Marinca: OK! I love all songs. Let's start singing.

               I'm going to sing, too. 

Sixth fairy: Cook our meals and don't try to escape from our cave.

Seventh fairy: Eat as much as you can.

Marinca: Thank you, you are very polite.Fifth fairy: And take whatever you want.

Marinca: Thank you. I can't believe you. You are really very kind.

Scene 4: The Castle of Gradišče
Narrator4: We are still in the cave.
First fairy: Marinca, go to the Castle Gradišče.

Marinca: But, I do not know, where it is.

First fairy: Shut up and listen to me very carefuly:
Marinca: Let's say! I'm listening to you very carefuly.

First fairy: An old lady lives there. She has golden oranges.

Marinca: Golden oranges? What?

              I've never heard about oranges.

Fifth fairy: Orranges are usually orange and soft and sweet fruit.

Marinca: OK, they are fruit.Now I understand.

Second fairy:But these oranges are magic. 

Marinca: Really? They are magic!

Third fairy: So, they are golden.
Marinca: They are golden oranges.

               I will never forget!

Fourth fairy: Take them from her and bring them to us.

Marinca: OK, I'm going to do my work. It's time to go.

               Goodbye! See you soon.

All fairies: Goodbye. Bye.

Scene 5: Marinca and the Old Man
Narrator1: Marinca is walking to the castle now.

Marinca (crying): I've lost myself.

                           Where is the castle Gradišče? Who knows?
The old man: Don't cry, baby. I know you. 

                    You are Marinca. I will help you.

Marinca: How? 

              I must take three golden oranges to the fairies in the cave.

The old man: Look. This is oil.

Marinca: The oil.

The old man: This is bread.

Marinca: The bread. I'm hungry.


The old man: These are nails.

Marinca: These are nails. OK!

The old man: This is a broom and this is a rope.

Marinca: The broom and the rope. I will not forget.

The old man: Take these things and don't lose them. 

                     You will need them.

Marinca: Thank you, good man.

Scene 6: Marinca,oil,nails,the broom and the rope
Narrator 2: Now, we can see the castle Gradišče. 

                   It has got many towers.

                   It's the biggest castle in our kingdom.  
Marinca: Oh, the bridge! It is very old. 

              Don't worry. I can repair it with the nails. 

              Be happy now!

The bridge: I am happy. Thank you, very much the beautiful girl.

Marinca: Oh, what an old gate. 

              Don't worry, I must oil it. 
The gate: Than you, thank you, good girl. I'm happy now.

Marinca: Look, some dogs. They are hungry. Dogs, come here. I have some bread for you. Eat it. Don't worry, be happy now.

Dogs: Wouf! We are happy now. Thank you, thank you good girl.
Marinca: Look, an old woman. 

              I must give her the broom to sweep the yard.
              Hello, I'm Marinca. This broom is for you.

             The old woman, would you please take this broom?

The old woman: Thank you so much, the good girl.

Marinca: Another old woman. 

             I must give her a rope to draw the water from the well.  
The old woman: Hello! Are you Marinca? 

                     Please, give me a rope to draw the water from this well.

Narrator3: Now, we are in the castle gradišče.
Marinca: Oh, the golden oranges!

               I must take them and run away.

The lady of the castle: Stop her, stop her!

                                     Don't let her pass.

The woman at the well: Oh no, she is a good girl. Let her pass.
The lady: Stop her! Stop her! Don't let her pass!

The woman in the yard: Oh no, she is a good girl. Let her pass.

The lady: Stop her! Stop her! She is a thief! 
               Don't let her pass!

The dogs: Oh, no, she is a good girl. Let her pass.

The lady: Stop her! Stop her! She took my golden oranges!

The gate: Oh, no, she is a good girl. I like her!

The lady: Stop her! Stop her! She is a burgler! 
                She broke in to my castle!

                Don't let her pass!

The bridge: Oh, no, she is a good girl. And I love her.

Narrator3: Fortunately, Marinca is in the cave, now. 

Marinca: Hello! Can you hear me? Here are the golden oranges. 

              Would you please let me go home to my mother, now?

              Please! Please! I miss my mother!

The first fairy: Oh, what beautiful oranges.

The second fairy: Yes, Marinca, you are a good girl.

The third fairy: Go back to your mother.

The fifth fairy: And take some gold and diamonds to her.

Marinca: Thank, you, my good fairies and farewell.

               I miss you, too. 

               Bye!
